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BLOs will go
door to door,
verify voters

Bhopal: Voter verification work
will start in the state from Sep-
tember 20. Chief Electoral Offi-
cer Shri Anupam Rajan has is-
sued instructions to all the col-
lectors and district election offi-
cers. Bhopal: To ensure that the
voter list is completely pure, all
the BLOs of the state will go
door-to-door to verify the vot-
ers. Chief Electoral Officer Shri
Anupam Rajan said that on the
instructions of the Election
Commission of India, the work
of second special brief revision
of photo electoral roll-2023 is
going on in the state.

Under this, voter verification
work will be done door-to-door
for 10 days by all 64 thousand
523 BLOs of the state, which will
start from September 20 and
this action will continue till Sep-
tember 30. During this period,
the BLO will visit each voter’s
home and verify it through the
BLO app. Dead voters and dou-
ble entry voters will be investi-
gated. During investigation, if
any voter is found dead or dupli-
cate, action will be taken as per
rules to remove his name from
the voter list.
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Bhopal Metro on track; trial run after 22 Sep

The Bhopal Metro was on track in
Bhopal after a long wait. The three
coaches that reached Bhopal early
in the morning were put on the
track after performing worship ritu-
als of the coaches. Bhopal metro
Director Shobhit Tandon broke the
shrifal. MD Manish Singh played a
pivotal role in speeding up the
works of the metro.

Earlier, 3 Bhopal Metro coaches
reached Bhopal late on Sunday
night after covering a distance of
about 850 Km from Vadodara in
Gujarat. The coaches reached Sub-
hash Nagar depot on a 28-wheel
trolley. They will be unloaded on
the track after puja on Monday
morning. The date of trial will be
decided after testing. The trial can
be conducted between 22 and 25
September. The metro train com-
prises three of these coaches, each
spanning 22 meters in length and
2.9 meters in width.

Each coach can seat
250 passengers

During the initial phase of the
Bhopal metro, a single train will be
composed of three rail coaches.
Each coach is designed to comfort-
ably seat approximately 250 pas-

The coaches will be brought on
the track after performing puja on
Monday morning.

These coaches will run on the
6.22Km Orange Line laid from Al-
IMS, Bhopal to Subhash Nagar.
However, the trial run will be be-
tween Subhash Nagar depot and

tion only. Common
people will be able to
travel in the metro in
May-June 2024. Metro
coaches had arrived
in Indore only on 31st
August. Till now test-
ing has been going on.
The trial may take
place in a day or two.

After the trial
run of the metro, a team will come from
Delhi, which will conduct safety trials and
other activities. After this, commercial/
passenger operation will be conducted
next year in May-June 2024.

Station, Sargam Talkies, DB Mall, Kendriya
School and Subhash Nagar Station. The
trial run will be done from Subhash Nagar
station to RKMP station in about three and
a half kilometers.

Number of people generating solar power
in Malwa & Nimar crosses 9200

Users also getting benefit of subsidy

Bhopal: The number of
people adopting roof top
solar net meter in renew-
able energy is increasing
rapidly in Malwa region.
In Malwa, electricity is
being generated through
solar panels at more than
8500 places and in about
700 premises in Nimar,
electricity is being gener-
ated through solar energy.
In this way, electricity is
being generated from the
Sun’s rays at more than
9200 places and the num-
ber of people generating
electricity from the sun is
increasing every day.
Managing Director of
Western Region Electrici-
ty Distribution Company;,
Indore, Amit Tomar said
that electricity is being
generated from Sun’s rays
by installing panels in
8850 premises having low

pressure connections and
more than 350 having
high pressure connec-
tions. Electricity is avail-
able at all these places
even during the rainy sea-
son in July and August. In
this way these solar pan-
els are providing electrici-
ty throughout the year. A
total of 5900 places in In-
dore district are generat-
ing electricity from the
sun. Maximum panels are
installed in Indore city
and super corridors and
bypasses adjacent to the
city. Net meters are in-
stalled at about 1200
places in Ujjain district,
395 in Ratlam district, 310
in Khargone district, 290
in Dhar district and 225
places in Neemuch dis-
trict. In other districts,

rooftop solar net meters
are installed at 25 to 200
places.

Subsidy is also given by
the Central Government
to eligible consumers
who install solar panels.
Through the national
portal, this subsidy di-
rectly reaches the bank
account of the existing
electricity consumer who
has installed the panels.

Mrs. Reena Kailash Ya-
dav, a consumer of
Scheme No. 114 of Indore,
says, “After the setup in
the month of May, the
electricity bill has been
only Rs 300 to 400 per
month instead of Rs 2500.
Subsidy of Rs 51 thou-
sand has also been re-
ceived from the Central
Government on time.”
